Choirs and Ensembles

There is always something going on in the Music School, whether it is before school, during  lunchtime or after lessons. Instrumentalists can join our wind orchestra and string orchestra, both of which are completely unauditioned and perform in ensembles concerts. Advanced players with grade 6 or above may also be invited or may audition for our symphony orchestra, which is our flagship ensemble and tackles challenging repertoire (last year, the orchestra performed Nielsen’s Helios Overture, Bernstein’s Symphonic Dances from West Side Story and Stravinsky’s Pétrouchka, for example). There is also a chamber orchestra, which is again by invitation and comprises the most able players and tackles a mix of early and more contemporary orchestral literature. Jazz enthusiasts might wish to join our big band or one of several jazz ensembles, including a large saxophone group. These also perform a wide range of repertoire, much of it arranged specifically for the boys involved by our specialist jazz ensemble coaches.

For those who like to sing, we have an auditioned chamber choir, which sings regular Eucharist services in school and annual services at St Paul’s Cathedral, and a concert choir that sings a wide range of repertoire and participates in evening concerts. Also launching this September will be our joint choral society with St Paul’s Girls’ School. This subscription choir is open to all boys and girls, as well as staff, parents and the local community. The chorus is run jointly by Director of Music, Mark Wilderspin, and the Director of Music at St Paul’s Girls’ School, Leigh O’Hara.

In addition, we run several chamber groups, with everything from piano and wind combinations to string quartets and groups for specific instruments (such as flutes, guitars, trumpets or clarinets). The chances are, we already have a group that would suit you. But if not, the Director of Music is always open to suggestions.
